Humility, if we could ever grow into it, would not be a burden.  It would be 
an immense gift.  Humility is the freedom to stop trying to be what we're 
not, or pretending to be what we're not, and accepting our "appropriate 
smallness." In Luther's words, humility is the decision to "Let God be God.”  
 
 
 
 
Sometimes, it is better to spend time thinking about what needs to be said at 
the time instead of judging why the person has come in the first place. Use 
the opportunity presented! 
 
2. Jesus called the people out for following Him just for more bread (Jn. 
6:25-26). However, Jesus did not dismiss them, or belittle them for doing 
so. He understood that they needed to learn  
about the true bread. He was patient with them as He taught about the bread 
from Heaven. 
 
Blogs, pulpits, and news commentaries can call people out all day long for 
others’ errors, but fail to address peoples’ needs face to face. It can be 
tempting to beat people up verbally when we  
are not facing people. However, Jesus did not say anything publicly that He 
would not say to  
someone’s face. We do not need to be cowards when it comes to helping 
people. If helping  
someone means bringing up their faults, then do not be all smiles and doves 
to their face, but  
rake their actions over the coals where they cannot give feedback or engage 
you. If I am  
brave enough to say it publicly, I should be loving and brave enough to say 
it face to face.  
 
3. Four men took the time to unravel a roof, and lower their paralyzed friend 
to be healed by Jesus (Mk. 2:1-12). Jesus was happy to see their faith. It was 
so good for Him to see their confidence  
in His power. Their friend’s greatest need was not to be physically healed, 
but to be forgiven of  
his sins. Jesus did not start saying to the man and his friends, “You are 
wasting your time doing  
all this. Is getting your body back going to get you to Heaven? Is walking 
again going to bring  
you any closer to God? I wouldn’t be worried about your body, I would be
